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CALL FOR GRANT PROPOSALS FOR A SPECIAL EUROPEAN POSTDOCTORAL RESEARCH GRANT OF THE EUROPEAN ACADEMY OF YUSTE FOUNDATION IN COLLABORATION WITH THE ARCHAEOLOGICAL INSTITUTE OF MÉRIDA (SPAIN)

The European Academy of Yuste Foundation, as part of its research and mobility grants’ programme, announces a special postdoctoral research grant in collaboration with the Archaeological Institute of Mérida (Spain), a research centre of joint ownership formed by the Consejo Superior de Investigaciones Científicas (Senior Council for Scientific Investigation), the Extremadura Regional Council, and the Consorcio de la Ciudad Monumental de Mérida (Merida Monumental City Consortium) for conducting a research project along the lines of research established by the centre itself.

TERMS AND CONDITIONS OF ELIGIBILITY: 

I: OBJECT OF THIS CALL

The aim of this Call is the carrying out of a research archaeological project whose the object is related with any of the research lines of the Archaeological Institute of Mérida.
II: NATURE OF THE GRANT

This grant will be financed by the European Academy of Yuste Foundation and the Archaeological Institute of Mérida (Spain).

Receipt of a grant as set forth in this Call for grant proposals precludes receipt of any other assistance or remuneration.

III: ELIGIBILITY REQUIREMENTS

a) Citizenship of one of the Member States of the European Union (Austria, Belgium, Bulgaria, Cyprus, Czech Republic, Denmark, Estonia, Finland, France, Germany, Greece, Hungary, Ireland, Italy, Latvia, Lithuania, Luxembourg, Malta, Netherlands, Poland, Portugal, Romania, Slovakia, Slovenia, Spain, Sweden, United Kingdom); or from the European Economic Area (EEA) countries (Iceland, Liechtenstein, Norway); or from Countries candidate to EU membership (Croatia, Turkey and Former Yugoslav Republic of Macedonia) plus Serbia. 

b) Doctorate degree in Archaeology awarded by a university of one of the Member States of the European Union (Austria, Belgium, Bulgaria, Cyprus, Czech Republic, Denmark, Estonia, Finland, France, Germany, Greece, Hungary, Ireland, Italy, Latvia, Lithuania, Luxembourg, Malta, Netherlands, Poland, Portugal, Romania, Slovakia, Slovenia, Spain, Sweden, United Kingdom); or from the European Economic Area (EEA) countries (Iceland, Liechtenstein, Norway); or from Countries candidate to EU membership (Croatia, Turkey and Former Yugoslav Republic of Macedonia) plus Serbia.
c) Applicants must have spent at least 18 months as a post-doctoral visiting scholar, in one of the eligible countries of this Call, during the past 36 months, outside the applicant’s country where the doctorate degree was awarded.

d) Applicants must possess the functional capability necessary to the routine conduct of work projects.

e) Applicants may not have been dismissed from service in any Public Administration on account of disciplinary procedures.

All requirements established under these Terms and Conditions must be met at the time of the application deadline, must be maintained throughout the selection process until the date of hiring, and must be accredited in the manner established in this Call.

IV: DURATION OF THE GRANT

The grant will be granted for a term of 24 months, starting 1 October 2008 and ending 30 September 2010.

V: ECONOMIC ASSISTANCE

The scholarship entails a gross annual grant of 25,000 Euros, distributed over 12 monthly payments. 

VI: APPLICATIONS

1. Applications shall be sent using the standard form found in Appendix I of this Call, addressed to the Director of the European Academy of Yuste Foundation, and submitted to the seat of the European Academy of Yuste Foundation at the following address:

2. Applications submitted via post are to be placed in an unsealed envelope, so as to be dated and stamped by a post office employee prior to registration.
3. Applications shall be submitted along with the following documentation:

i) Curriculum Vitae, including a detailed description of all academic achievements referred to by the applicant, which, in the event, will have to be accredited upon passing the selection process;

ii) Photocopies of the following documents

a) Applicant’s ID Card/Passport or Tax Identification Number;

b) Relevant academic degree certificate;

iii) Research project to be carried out under the grant;

iv) Documentation of appointment as visiting scholar at a University or European [research] Centre, outside the applicant’s country where the doctorate degree was awarded, during the time period stipulated under point III c) above.

VII: DEADLINE FOR SUBMITTING PROPOSALS 

PRESENTATION

Proposals are to be submitted within thirty calendar days, starting on the day following the publication of the present Call on the European Academy of Yuste Foundation website (www.fundacionyuste.org) .

VIII: SELECTION COMMITTEE

The Selection Committee, which will also act as Monitoring Committee, shall consist of the following:

- Chairman:  Director of the Archaeological Institute of Mérida;

- Members of the committee:  Two members of the Archaeological Institute of Mérida and two members of the European Academy of Yuste Foundation;

- Secretary: Director of the European Academy of Yuste Foundation 

IX: SELECTION SYSTEM

The Jury will evaluate the documentation presented by each applicant, awarding a maximum score of 30 points, distributed as follows: 

 Research CV, 1 to 10 points;

 Research project, 1 to 15 points;

 Suitability of the candidate’s curriculum and of the project proposed with regard to the lines of research of the institution awarding the scholarship, 1 to 5 points.

X: ACCEPTANCE OF APPLICANTS

Upon conclusion of the application period, the Selection Committee will announce its decisions within 15 calendar days, providing a list of accepted and rejected proposals, which will be published on its bulletin board and the programme’s website.

XI: SELECTION OF APPLICANT

Upon completion of the evaluation and selection phase, the Selection Committee will publish the name of the applicant selected on the European Academy of Yuste Foundation website, along with the score awarded the same and those of the other applicants, the former being required to present accreditation, within ten days, of the requirements stipulated in this grant, and to present the following documentation:

- Sworn declaration of not having been subjected to any disciplinary proceedings or having been dismissed from any Public Administration.

- Official medical certification of the applicant’s not suffering from any disease or physical ailment that might prevent the routine conduct of projects;

- Sworn declaration of the applicant’s not receiving any other assistance or remuneration;

- Certified originals of documents cited under article VI.3. iii) above;

XII: DECISION

The grant will be awarded based on the decision of the Director of the European Academy of Yuste Foundation concerning the proposal of the Selection Committee. 

XIII: MONITORING COMMITTEE

For purposes of carrying out and monitoring the grant, as well as interpreting any ambiguities that might arise from implementation of the present Call, an ad-hoc committee will be established, consisting of the same members as those of the Selection Committee defined under condition VIII of this Notice.

XIV: SUPERVISOR

The Monitoring Committee will appoint a Supervisor whose functions will be to serve as an intermediary between the Committee and the awardee of the grant, as well as to coordinate the functions carried out by the awardee, as well as the monitoring of events arising in the course of the implementation of the grant.  The Supervisor will be in responsible for the awardee during the term of the grant.

XV: FUNCTIONS

The functions performed by the awardee will consist of the research tasks pertaining to the subject matter proposed in his/her application, under supervision of the Supervisor.

XVI: OBLIGATIONS OF THE BENEFICIARY

The beneficiary’s obligations shall be:

- -To perform, under the supervision of the Supervisor and at the location designated for this purpose, the functions pertaining to the grant for 35 hours per week, subject to the working schedule determined by the Monitoring Committee;

- -To prepare a report for the Monitoring Committee stating the main actions carried out and the results obtained in practice and the research. This report is to be submitted one week prior to the date of conclusion of the project. Nevertheless, the awardee shall prepare all other reports deemed necessary by the Monitoring Committee;

- To subject itself to checks and monitoring activity deemed appropriate by the Monitoring Committee;

- To notify the Monitoring Committee of any changes in the initial conditions under which the assistance was granted.

XVII: REVOCATION OF THE SCHOLARSHIP

Non-compliance with the obligations and duties cited in the foregoing articles may cause the Monitoring Committee to revoke the grant.
